The Mexican federal gov-
ernment donated the land, but it is the respon-
sibility of the organization to set up equip-
ment and furnishings.  The food, supplies 
along with blankets and New Testaments that 
were delivered here; to an orphanage, and to 
several churches in Juarez is a tremendous 
blessing to all who receive them! SAEM is 
proud to play a tiny part of this donation of 
love.
