Dear Friends and family, 

For this issue, I am writing a 

brief explanation of just one 

aspect of S.A.E.M.ôs minis-

try.  You all realize we have 

a side issue that we are 

involved with along with the 

major thrust of printing and 

distributing Christian litera-

ture.  It is the benevolence 

aspect of our work.  These 

are things we did not pur-

posely set out to do.  God 

put it into our lap.  Knowing 

the needs people have, 

when materials and volun-

teer labor are offered to us, 

we say, ñyesò.  We love 

helping people, and we can 

tell who is really in need, 

and who properly uses 

food, clothing, personal 

care items , patent medi-

cines, help repairing or 

erecting buildings and many 

other projects we have 

done, are doing, and will do 

in the future.  So we jump in 

and help out as the Lord 

makes it possible.  On the 

12th of February, three peo-

ple came to our office to get 

tracts and  New Testa-

ments.  They have been 

here before, so we know 

the contacts they have for 

getting surplus food. 

On this occasion they let it 

be known that one of their 

warehouses has food avail-

able.  Since I was flexible 

with my schedule and the 

seats in the SUV fold down 

flat for hauling loads, we 

made arrangements to fol-

low them to the location and 

take care of it.  Turned out 

to be 45 miles one way, but 

thatôs alright.  The goods 

are preserved tomatoes in 

three forms.  One is dried in 

5# plastic packages, (kind 

of soft, sealed up just fine), 

dried chips of tomatoes, 

and dried tomatoes in 5 

gallon buckets, suspended 

in canola oil.  Also picked 

up multiple ziplock bags of 

rolled oats.  It made a full 

load.  Had 3 guys loading and 

3 unloading back at our stor-

age building.  Gradually these 

fine food gifts are being given 

away.  In fact, a lady came in 

on the 16th with plenty of 

room in her car and took 30# 

of oatmeal, 5# of the tomato 

chips, a bucket of the ones in 

canola oil, and 100# of dried 

tomatoesðall for drug rehab 

places she and her husband 

help in Juarez..  

So it goes as we are engaged   

in quite a variety of useful  

activities here on the Mexican 

Border.
